GRAVE MARKING FOR WAR OF 1812 SOLDIER SAMUEL COOK, 14 NOVEMBER 2010
Two SAR chapters participated in a grave marking at the Cook Cemetery in Franklin County, VA. 
 Significant was the generations that are buried there.

1) Benjamin Cook, Revolutionary War patriot

2) Samuel Cook, son of Benjamin, War of 1812 soldier
3) Samuel C. Cook, son of Samuel, Confederate soldier
A new government grave marker was unveiled in a ceremony at the Cook cemetery located thus:  Take US 220 S to VA 619 (Sontag Road and traffic light) Left turn. 10.5 miles on Sontag Road to Airport Road on (left) Doyles Greenhouse is landmark at this turn. It is exactly 2.7 miles to gate on the right. Gate is locked as this is a field full of farm animals. Call 540-483-1890 to arrange a visit.

Sgt Samuel Cook, served in the 5th Regiment Virginia Militia from Sept 16. 1813 until March 10, 1814. His service was obtained from NARA records. He was born on May 17th 1790 in Snow Creek in Franklin County.

He married Sarah Turner in 1822 in Franklin Co, VA She remarried to Dr George Washington Clement. She died in 1889 and is buried at Mountain View Cemetery two miles south of Pen Hook, Franklin County, VA His father was Benjamin Cook who served in the Rev War and his grave is located next to the son. His son, Samuel Shrewsbury Cook served in the Civil War and is buried in the same cemetery. All three graves now have Government markers.
