Palmer, Charles: He was born in Gloucester County on 04 July 1795 and died in Richmond on 30 Jul 1866, son of Martin & Milley (Reed) Palmer and he married first Laura Crockett, and second Susanna C. (__), and third in 1820, Mary Jane Lewis.  He was a Private in Captain Anthony Turner’s Company of the 19th VA Militia Regiment of the Richmond city. Units of this regiment were stationed in various camps along the James River East of the city. He was called to duty from 28 June to 3 July 1813 and again from the 26th of August 1814 to 30 September 1814. Burial source 63 pg 362 Service source (K, pg 361)
Shook, Jacob: He was born on 16 Dec 1787 and died on 7 August 1855 in Richmond. He married on 28 Oct 1826 Maria A. Chrisholme.  He was a Sergeant from Surry County and served first in Captain Edward Holt's Co attached to the 6th VA Militia Regt from 25 May through August 1814 and then in Captain John Galt's Company of Artillery from 31 August 1814 to 27 Feb 1815. The 6th Regiment was one of many that were stationed around Fort Norfolk to protect the area from British attack.
