A joint ceremony with the VA Society Sons of the American Revolution unveiling an historical plaque erected inside the cemetery honoring the large numbers of Revolutionary War patriots and War of 1812 veterans buried there. The 1812 burials there are about four hundred. The draft of the plaque is shown. Again the VA State Society Daughters of 1812 are contributing to the cost of the monument being erected.
