and humanity for which American patriots sacrificed their lives and fortunes.
I therefore believe it is my duty to my country to love it, to support its Constitution, to
obey its laws, to respect its flag, and to defend it against all enemies.
—Written 1917, accepted by the United States House of Representatives on April 2, 1018.

The Star Spangled Banner Flag of 15 stars and
15 stripes was the US flag during the period of the
‘War of 1812. This flag is carried by the color guard
today to honor the veterans of that war interred in
this cemetery.
