FUND RAISING FOR THE SOCIETY'S PUBLISHING OF THE BURIALS OF 1812 VETERANS IN VIRGINIA

Finally after some ten years of researching, the Society has accumulated the burials sites in Virginia of over 4000 War of 1812 veterans.

As a bicentennial project, the Society desires to publish its findings and distribute same to some of the libraries in Virginia and to other selected recipients.

The Society has obtained some funds from contributions from members through the years and from money received from the Camp Younts Foundation, but not nearly enough to meet the anticipated preparation, publishing and distribution requirements. The primary source of income comes from the annual dues and contributions from members, but with our ambitious program of marking veteran graves and the expenditure for plaques mounted at various large cemeteries in Virginia we have not been able at the same time to accumulate enough funds for this project as well.

The Society has spent in the last year about $3400 for a research assistant and it is estimated that an additional $3000 may be needed to get the publication camera ready for a publisher. A Publication Committee has been formed. They are currently contacting several book publishers to determine the funds needed. Also, they are looking into the funds required to make distribution to libraries.  Some initial estimates are that $10,000  may be needed.
