SUMMARY OF WAR OF 1812 SOCIETY IN THE COMMONWEALTH OF VIRGINIA ACTIVITIES SEPTEMBER 2008 TO THROUGH AUGUST 2011

The society conducted an annual conference in June each year consisting of a meeting, luncheon and grave marking or plaque presentation ceremony.
The society had a representative each year on the Virginia Bicentennial Commission and members on the Bicentennial Advisory Council

The society revamped their website and are making new entries monthly.
The society designed and purchased three flags for use in ceremonies and has placed one on display at Montpelier.
The society Board of Directors met on six occasions.
The society conducted three social events.

The society designed and is using a life membership certificate.
The society gave information from member applications for the LDS Family Search website.
The society completed the restoration of General Mercer's grave in Loudoun County

The society continued its research of the burials of 1812 veterans in Virginia and is finalizing the results for a publication in late 2011 listing about 4100 burials. The publication will include parental and spousal information.
The society presented each year during the period three ROTC awards at the University of Virginia.
The society prepared and distributed to the libraries in Virginia a publication on the "Encounters with the British in Virginia during the War of 1812", and a pamphlet on the 1812 veterans buried at St John's church in Richmond and a CD of the burials of 1812 veterans in Virginia.
The society jointly purchased three plaques with other societies depicting names of 1812 veterans for display at three cemeteries and jointly conducted the unveiling ceremonies.
The society presented a plaque depicting President Madison as Commander-in-Chief at the Montpelier Cemetery.
The society conducted six grave marking ceremonies by unveiling installed grave markers.
The society unveiled 1812 grave markers in eight other jointly conducted ceremonies

Members of the society were guest speakers on nine occasions with War of 1812 as the subject.
The society presented wreaths and/or participated in the color guard on sixteen other events during the period.

The members of the society marched in parades on three occasions in 1812 attire.

The society distributed to the membership nine newsletters during the period.

The society uncovered the files of an 1812 Veterans Society in Virginia established in 1854 that held meetings for twelve years

The society treasurer instituted a "Campaign of 1812" donations of $18.12 from each member for society projects, Total donations accounted for $1062 with additional donations for an 1812 plaque at St Paul's Church at Norfolk,
