CUSTIS, George Washington Parke; b 30 Apr 1781, Mt Airy, MD, d 10 Oct 1857, Arlington House RU: Colonel; Aide de Camp of General Charles Pickney and as a citizen served in the defense of DC during the War. CEM: Arlington National, Arlington, off George Washington Parkway GS: U SP: mar Alexandria, 14 Jul 1804, Mary Lee Fitzhugh b 1788, MD VI: Son of John Parke Custis (1754-1781) and Eleanor (Calvert) Stuart (1754-1811), and grandson of Martha Washington by her first marriage. His father dying, soon after his birth, he was adopted by General and Mrs. Washington and was raised at Mount Vernon. He was enrolled at St John’s College and at Princeton. He built the Arlington House now located in the cemetery. Before the war he was a Cornet on 08 Jan 1799 and promoted to 2/LT, 15 Mar 1799 and discharged 15 Jun 1800. GRAHAM, George: b 16 May 1770, Dumfries, Prince William Co, d 09 Aug 1830, Washington, DC RU: Captain; 60th VMR, Commander, Troop of Calvary “Fairfax Light Dragoons”, 1st Cav, Fairfax Co, attached to 1st Corps D’Elite (Randolph) CEM: Arlington National, Arlington, off George Washington Parkway GS: Y SP: mar (1) Elizabeth Mary Anne Hooe, (2) (-----) Watson VI: he was originally buried Congressional Cem, DC, reinterred later to the Arlington National Cemetery in section 3, lot 1989. His unit was on duty 23 Aug to 04 Oct 1814, thus he is believed to have been at the Battle in Bladensburg, MD. He served as Acting Secretary of War 1815 to1817 and was sent on a special mission to Galveston Island, TX. He was President of the Washington Branch of the Bank of US from 1817 to 1823. Then he served as Commissioner of the General Land Office of the US. He was the son of Richard Graham and (-----) Brent, daughter of George Brent, Esq. JESUP, Thomas Sidney; b 1761, Berkeley Co, VA, d 1860, Washington, DC RU: Colonel (Brevet); U.S. Army 25th Inf at battles on the Niagara frontier and at Lundy Lane, Jul 1814 CEM: Arlington National, Arlington, off George Washington Parkway GS: Unk SP: No spouse information VI: Entered service as 2d LT, 03 May 1808 in 7th Inf, promoted 1/LT Dec 1809, promoted Brig. Major and served as Adjutant General to BG Hull in 1812, promoted to Captain in Jan 1813, and Major 06 Apr 1813 while serving in the19th Inf, then transferred to the 25th Inf and promoted to Brevet Lt Colonel, 05 Jun 1814, for distinguished service at the Battle of Chippewa, and then was promoted 25 Jul 1814 to Brevet Colonel for gallantry and distinguished skill in the Battle of Niagara, where he was seriously wounded in the Battle of Lundy Lane. After the war, he continued with further service and was promoted to Brevet Major General, 08 May 1828 and served as the Army’s Commander in Florida in the Seminole War and was wounded 24 Jan 1838 near Jupiter’s Inlet. LINGAN, James McCubban; b 13 May 1751, d 18 Jul 1812, Baltimore, MD RU: Brigadier General, MD Militia CEM: Arlington National, Arlington, off George Washington Parkway GS: Yes SP: mar Janet Henderson, b 1765, d 1832 VI: He was killed in a mob riot at the printing office of the Federalist where he had taken refuge for being one of those that was supporting the editor of the Federalist newspaper’s right of free speech in criticizing the US involvement in the war. He was first buried at the Harlem Cem in DC, then reinterred to the Arlington National Cem, section 4, burial site 89A.(Internment Record). He was a Captain in the Revolutionary War, was wounded and was prisoner on a British ship for 3.5 years and received bounty land of 300 acres for his service. In the Revolution he served at Long Island, York Island, and at Fort Washington where he was taken prisoner.
