Corrotoman River: Five sail of British ships (2 brigs, 2 frigates, 1 schooner), unloaded 14 barges and a tender and after a 4 hour battle captured  6 US ships including the U.S.S. Dolphin.  Militia had skirmish with enemy at  Chewning’s Point





Vic Carter’s Creek: Maj Downing’s Militia (about 100 men) had engagement with 3 enemy barges and beat them off.





Vic Carter’s Creek: Spencer’s Militia, also consisting of about 100 men, again had engagement with 3 enemy barges and beat them off.





Carter’s Creek: Men from 20 barges landed and engaged Militia in a 5 hour battle and were successful in making  incursions into the County. Capt Shacleford’s Artillery Co., arrives from Richmond Co. Enemy cannon fire at militia





Main portion of British fleet leave leaving  two “74” ships at mouth of Rappahanock and Nominy Creek. Company of men from Richmond Co arrive and are sent back

British land large force at Mundy’s Point. They were engaged while landing by Capt Henderson causing them many causualties. Incursion made across county to Richmond Co. Many houses burned and plundering occurred.  Northumberland Court House at Heathsville destroyed. At Cherry Point located between Coan River and Yeocomico River, British landed again and were beaten off by Capt Traver’s Co and Henderson’s Artillery causing enemy considerable loss. A Lt Barnes and a Pvt Crabb were killed in the militia. Admiral Cockburn came ashore at Mundy’s Point and militia later exchanged letters with him regarding prisoners taken over military age. Approximately 150 slaves were taken by the British. 





Some militia units go under the command of General Hungerford near Kinsale, Westmoreland Co. General Hungerford places some forces near the mouth of the Coan River. Approximately 1000 militia are stationed in the vicinity of Heathsville and 150 at Wicomico Church.





Thirty sail of British ships at mouth of Coan River. Three barges of men came ashore and captured three schooners anchored there. They burnt many houses in the area.














General Hungerford orders militia to follow his force to Alexandria.  Lt Traver’s Co goes to Potomac shores

















Enemy lands 1500 troops at head of Coan River, and drive off militia defenses. They land another 1500 men farther up in Westmoreland Cc. With the apparent purpose of trapping the retreating militia. They captured 30 t0 40 stands of arms, ammunition, slaves, stock, and wantonly burned furniture from a number of houses.





British debark and leave, except for three ships anchored off the Coan





Twelve barges and a sloop go up the Rappahannock. Six companies called up. Several more sloops loaded with troops pass up the river plus two bomb ships.
