DESCENDANTS (If present)

Daniel Colvin: was born in Essex County, VA about 1850, son of Mason &
Leving{__) Colvin and died in Culpeper after Aug 1834. He served as a
Private in Clark's lllinois Regiment in 1781 and remained in this unit until 8
April 1782. He received 100 acres from the Virginia government on 14
August 1834. He married Elizabeth Hansborough of Stafford County in
1788 and had a large family. He was buried first in the Colvin family ceme-
tery and then re-enterred to this Masonic cemetery.

John Stevens: was born about 1750, son of General Edward and Gilly
{Coleman) Stevens, and died on February 8, 1820. He served as a Private
in Lieutenant Benjamin Clark's Company of the 16th Virginia Militia Regi-
ment of Spotsylvania County commanded by Lt Col Aylette Waller from 22
July to 17 August 1814. He served also as Matross in the Regiment during
this period. He married Mary Williams, 8 Dec 1789 who was born ¢1765
and died on 11 May 1828.
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[image: image3.jpg]GENERAL ELIGIBLITY REQUIREMENTS FOR MEMBERSHIP. A person of age
eighteen or older of good moral character and reputation that are acceptable by the offi-
cers of the particular society and who provides acceptable bloodline proof that they de-
scend from certain ancestors. Persons desiring membership would need to be recom-
mended by a society member.

Sons of the American Revolution (SAR) Society: a male person that has traced his lineage
to an ancestor that was in the military or otherwise supported the cause for American
independence during the period 1774 to 1783.

The War of 1812 Society: a male person who is a lineal descendant of an ancestor that
served in the military during the war period 19 June 1812 to 18 February 1815 or who
served in the Battle of Tippecanoe on 7 Nov 1811 or who is a descendant of the President
of the US, the Secretary of War or State or of the Navy or from a Governor or Adjutant
General of any state or territory of the US from 7 Nov 1811 to 18 July 1815. If a failure to
find a lineal descendent of the above then one collateral ancestor of the applicant is ac-
ceptable that had the above service provided that the applicant descends from a brother
or sister of the one who had the acceptable military service.
