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REMEMBRANCE CEREMONY FOR 22 WAR OF 1812 VETERANS WAS CONDUCTED
23 June 2013 at the St Pauls Episcopal Church in Norfolk, VA

The ceremony remembered twenty two War of 1812 veterans interred or memorialized
in the church graveyard on the two hundredth anniversary of the nearby Battle of
Craney Island on 23 June 1813. In coordination with the church it was conducted jointly
by the War of 1812 Society in the Commonwealth of Virginia and the Virginia State So-
ciety, U.S. Daughters of 1812. The church service commenced at 11:30 am and the out-
side remembrance and wreath laying followed. The names were read by both society
representatives. A plaque listing the veterans was installed and unveiled by the two
mentioned societies in 2009. The outside ceremony was by this plaque shown below on
the outside wall of the church. e
