* My War of 1812 Ancestor:

Peyton Madison was a private in Capt. Reynold’s Company, 39th U. S. Regular Infantry commanded by Col. John Williams with Lt. Col. Thomas Hart Benton.  On March 29, 1814 the 39th made the main frontal assault on the hostile Creek Indians behind breastworks at the Battle of Horseshoe Bend on the Tallapoosa River, Alabama.  Peyton Madison received a gunshot wound during this battle which was overall commander General Andrew Jackson’s decisive victory in the Creek War of 1813-1814.  

Peyton Madison was 19 years-old, with fair complexion, dark hair, blue eyes, and 5 feet 10 inches in height when he volunteered at Batesville, Tennessee about August 14, 1813; he was honorably discharged at Mt. Vernon, Alabama on August 9, 1814.  He moved to Alabama in 1817 and would acquire over a thousand acres of land in Greene County.  His daughter, Cynthia Ann Madison, on August 5, 1847,  married William Jackson McDonald, Jr., a son of William Jackson McDonald, Sr. (also a War of 1812 veteran, who fought at the Battle of the Holy Ground on December 23, 1813) in Greene County, Alabama.   I am a 6th generation direct descendant of both Peyton Madison and William Jackson McDonald, Sr.

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* Book Review
Virginia in the War of 1812 , Christopher M. Bonin, McFarland and Company, 
Jefferson, North Carolina, 2018, 150 pages. Reviewed by Stuart L. Butler 
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* Book Review by Stuart L. Butler

Christopher Bonin’s small book on the War of 1812 in Virginia is a re-working of his 
M.A. thesis submitted to University of Nebraska in 2015. In general, Bonin’s book is 
a brief overview of the military operations both in Virginia and outside, the latter, 
depending on where the Virginia militia was operating at the time. The book provides 
for both a topical and some chronological treatment of the events occurring in 
Virginia during the war. The first several chapters provide the reasons leading up to 
the declaration of war by the United States starting with the capture of the USS 
Chesapeake off Norfolk in June 1807. Following chapters assess the status and 
strengths and weaknesses of military and naval forces of both the United States and 
Great Britain. In doing so, the author jumps right into the war years and describes the 
military operations which seem to this reviewer to be better treated in later chapters 
which examine Virginia’s contribution to the war. Bonin ends his book with two 
chapters entitled “Aftermath” and “Conclusion,” which probably should have been 
combined in some fashion. The book is written quite well, straightforwardly, and is 
informative. 

While Bonin consults some standard primary sources such as the Richmond Enquirer 
and Norfolk Gazette and Publick-Ledger, and other published first-hand accounts of 
Virginian and British participants, but most of his cited sources are based on secondary 
books and articles. Missing among the published primary sources and crucial for any 
accounting of the Virginia experience in the war is the Calendar of Virginia State 
Papers, which consists of edited selections of the incoming and outgoing correspondence 
of the governor and his executive council. 

The book also could have substituted more recently discovered maps and drawings 
from the period than the overly used and now outdated ones from Benjamin Lossing’s 
Field Book. An insertion of a chronology of the military events in Virginia for the 
period would also have greatly improved the book’s value. 

In summary, if a reader only wanted to obtain a very brief and general overview of the 
events in Virginia during the War of 1812, Bonin’s book is adequate to that task. 
However, if a reader wanted to obtain a more detailed understanding of what 
transpired in Virginia, both politically and militarily, an examination into how the 
enslaved population was treated by both Virginians and British at the time, and how 
Virginia’s government prepared for and defended Virginia, than one should consult 
the reviewer’s book, Defending the Old Dominion: Virginia and its Militia in the War 
of 1812 (2013). Having both books on the bookshelf, however, would complement 
one another and provide the reader, depending on one’s need, with either a general or 
detailed look at Virginia during the war. Both books are available through Amazon

The official ceremony for the presentation of the presidential wreath by the U.S. Army in the
Hollywood Cemetery in Richmond had been cancelled because of the coronavirus 19 pandemic
restrictions of not having ceremonies with 10 or more people.

President Stuart L Butler of the War of 1812 Society in the Commonwealth of Virginia conducted a
birthday ceremony for President John Tyler in the Hollywood Cemetery in Richmond on March 29, 2020
by presenting a wreath. Although the official ceremony by the US Army's presentation of the
presidential wreath was cancelled because of the coronavirus 19, he was able to provide information to
Some visitors in the cemetery about President John Tyler and his service in the War of 1812

President John Tyler was a Captain in the 52* Regiment, Charles City Militia during the War of 1812.
Records show that he commanded a company of riflemen during the periods June 28 to July 13 1813
‘and again from September 4" to October 11" 1814. During this latter period his company was attached
to the 2* Corps D'Elite commanded by Lt Colonel Moses Green. He was born in 1780 and died in 1862.
Photos below show his monument in the cemetery and the wreath that was presented by Butler.

President Tyler’s second wife, Julia Gardner who died in 1889 applied for a pension for his service and
the application file from NARA (National Archives) shows that she received the pension as a widow and
that he received the bounty land warrant. Descendants of Tyler have indicated that the pension amount
‘was for $18 per annum. Please also note that the bounty land warrant was issued in 1855 before he died
‘and it was for 160 acres. His service is shown on this extracted file.
