WARSAW—Preservation 
Northern Neck Middle Penin-
sula (PNNMP) on March 19 
awarded over $5,000 to four his-
toric preservation projects across 
the Northern Neck and Middle 
Peninsula during its annual meet-
ing held at St. John’s Church in 
Warsaw.

With money generated from 
PNNMP’s fundraising efforts 
combined with a grant gener-
ously provided by the Cole Trust, 
the PNNMP board agreed with 
grant committee recommenda-
tions to distribute over $5,000 
in the aggregate to four worthy 
preservation endeavors spread 
across region and by preserva-
tion matter type as well, reported 
grant committee chairman Mark 
DiRienz.

Awards were presented to:
• The William Walker House/

Reedville Fishermen’s Museum, 
to support the creation of inter-
pretive exhibits reflecting the 
daily life of local fishing families 
of the late 19th century into the 
early 20th century. Vice president 
Gayle Sterrett accepted the grant 
on behalf of the museum.

• Lancaster Virginia Histori-
cal Society, to assist in the struc-
tural repair and restoration of the 
Cornwell Store/Lancaster Wom-
en’s Club building.  Executive 
director Karen Hart accepted the 
grant on behalf of the historical 
society.

• Foundation for Historic 
Christ Church Inc., to support the 
preservation of Christ Church’s 
classical Ionic entablature.  
Executive director Robert Teagle 
accepted the grant on behalf of 
the foundation.

• Wilton House in Westmore-
land County, towards the restora-
tion of the house’s staircase back 
to its Federal Period configura-
tion.  David Bostic, owner and 
primary contractor along with his 
wife, Diane, accepted the grant.

This grant is also the inaugu-
ral Edward J. White Memorial 
Preservation Award in honor of 
his recent recent passing. White 
was a longtime member and 
officer of PNNMP as well as an 
avid historic preservationist, said 
DiRenz.  White considered the 
preservation and restoration of 
Wilton among one of the largest 
of its kind in the Northern Neck 
area in the last century.

The PNNMP has distrib-
uted nearly $70,000 in historic 
preservation funds to over 60 
recipients supporting various 
forms of historic preservation 
efforts in the Northern Neck area 
through its grant program since 
2012.  PNNMP organization 
received a near record number of 
applications this year for consid-
eration, he said. 

“All applicants and their related 
projects were worthy of assistance 
but the four finalists were able 
to distinguish their requests just 
enough to set them apart from the 
others,” said DiRienz.

The meeting also featured a 
presentation by Jeff Wright, past 
president of Friends of Dragon 
Run. He spoke on the use of the 
area by the indigenous people 
during Bacon’s Rebellion  of 
1676. Wright also highlighted 
conservation efforts regarding 
Dragon Run, including the recent 
acquisition of over 650 acres of 
wildlife habitat along the sensi-
tive natural area, one of the most 
ecologically intact landscapes on 
the East Coast.

Will Gemma and Justin 

Black of Headwaters Down, a 
production company in Rich-
mond, also addressed the assem-
blage. PNNMP and Headwaters 
Down are jointly supporting the 
creation of a documentary on the 
Rappahannock Tribe, their native 
lands and river.  Their presenta-
tion included a brief video shar-
ing local scenery of Rappahan-
nock tribe lands as well as tribe 
members in their daily and cer-
emonial activities.

PNNMP provides grants to 
residents and organizations in 
King George, Westmoreland, 
Richmond, Northumberland, 

Lancaster, Essex and Middlesex 
counties for the preservation of 
historic structures and resource 
preservation, including textiles, 
documents, maps, prints, build-
ings, paintings and learning expe-
riences that preserve the heritage 
of the area.

The total funding availability 
varies from year to year, said 
DiRenz. Interested applicants for 
the coming grant cycle should 
follow updates at www.pnnmp.
org. Interested individuals also 
are uged to visit the website for 
upcoming activities and guidance 
on becoming a new member.
